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Tarkiye'de psikiyatri dergileri ve gelecekleri

Son 20 yilda diinyada oldugu gibi, Turkiye’de de
psikiyatri dergi yayinciliginda énemli degisimler
ortaya g¢ikmistir. Onceleri sadece basili olarak
yayimlanan birgok dergi online olarak birgok
arastirmaci ve ilgiliye ulagacak sekilde internette
yerini bulmustur. 2000’li yillarin basindan bu
yana Thomson Reuters veri tabanlarindan olan
Web of Science da dizinlenen ve bu dzellikleri
nedeniyle akademik asama kaydetmede o
doénemler tek 6l¢it olan uluslararasi yayin kosu-
lunu karsilayan dort Turk psikiyatri Dergisi (Ana-
dolu Psikiyatri Dergisi, Néropsikiyatri Arsivi, Turk
Psikiyatri Dergisi, Klinik Psikofarmakoloji Biilte-
ni) Turk arastirmacilarinin yogun ilgisini gekmis-
tir. Bununla birlikte aradan gegen yaklasik 10
yilda dergilerimizin WOS’taki etki degerleri
0.6’nin Ustline gikamamig, buna 6nlem olarak
kimi dergilerimiz yayin dilini tamamen ingilizceye
cevirirken, digerleri makalelerin Ingilizce versi-
yonlarini web sayfalarinda yayimlamaya basla-
miglardir. Bu yaklasimlarin etkilerinin ne oldugu
birkag yil icinde daha iyi gorulecektir.

Bazi dergiler (Dustinen Adam, Yeni Symposium,
Klinik Psikiyatri Dergisi, Kriz Dergisi, Bagimliik

Dergisi) bir ddnem yayin yasamlari aksasa da, yeni ekiplerle toparlan-
maya galismis veya galigmaktadirlar.® Dogal olarak bu dergilere sunulan
makale sayisi sinirli olsa da, danismanlik sistemini oturtmaya baglama-
lari, uluslararasi alan dizinlerinde yer almalari ve diizenli gikmalarinin bu
dergilerin sayginligina katkida bulunacagi ve surekliliklerini saglayacagi
aciktir. Bu uzun yillardir gikan dergilerin yani sira, son yillarda birgok
genel veya 6zgul yeni psikiyatri dergileri (Journal of Mood Disorders,
Psikiyatride Gulincel Yaklagimlar, Addicta, Literatir Sempozyum) yayim-
lanmaya baglamis, psikiyatri dizinlerinde yerlerini almiglardir.t

Bu kadar ulusal derginin yayin yagsamini surdiurmesinin zor olabi-lecegi
bir dénemde Universitelerarasi Kurulun (UAK) Ekim 2016 itibariyle
dogentlik basvuru o6lgutlerini degistirmesi, uluslararasi alan dizinleri tara-
findan veya ULAKBIM tarafindan taranan ulusal hakemli dergilerde
yayimlanmis 6zgln arastirmalari bu olgutlere katmasi, bu dergiler igin
can suyu olmustur.? Yeni dergilerin blyik bir kisminin Thomson veri
tabanlari ve Pubmed disindaki uluslararasi alan dizinlerinde yer almasi
bu dergilerde yayinlanacak 6zgiin arastirmalarin akademik asamalarda
kullaniimasini saglayacaktir. UAK'in aldigi bu karar Tiirk bilimsel dergi
yayincilidinin gelecegi icin Umitlenmemizi saglamistir.

Yeni dergilerle gelen farkh bakis agilari ve akimlarin Turk psikiyatrisinin
bilimsel bakigini gelistirecegini, uluslararasi bilimsel ortamlarda s6z sahi-
bi olmasina katki saglayacagini umut ediyorum.

Psychiatry Journals in Turkey and their Future

In the last two decades, as in other countries
several important changes have occurred in
scientific publication of psychiatry journals in
Turkey. Many print journals started to be pub-
lished online in internet along with their print ver-
sion. Four Turkish psychiatry journals (Anadolu
Psikiyatri Dergisi, Néropsikiyatri Argivi, Tiirk Psi-
kiyatri Dergisi, Klinik Psikofarmakoloji Bulteni)
that have achieved to be indexed in Web of
Science (WOS) databases of Thomson Reuters
in the beginning of 2000s, have drawn significant
interest from Turkish researchers as publication
of articles in journals indexed in these databases
was the major criteria in academic promotions in
those years. However, these journals could not
have reached impact factors more than 0.6 even
after 10 years of indexation in WOS. As a possi-
ble solution to this problem, one of the journals
changed its language of publication solely into
English, whereas other two journals started to
publish English versions of articles online. The
influence of these measures on impact factor
could be better observed in the upcoming years.

Despite some troubles in their publication time-
line, some other journals (Diigtinen Adam, Yeni

Symposium, Klinik Psikiyatri Dergisi, Kriz Dergisi, Journal of Depen-
dence) managed to survive and started a new period of publication.® Al-
though the number of submissions to these journals are limited, the
improvements in their peer review system, indexation in international
journal databases and regular publication would naturally contribute to
journals in gaining respect and continuation of their publication. Additi-
onal to these journals, many new general or specific psychiatry journals
(Journal of Mood Disorders, Psikiyatride Guncel Yaklasimlar, Addicta,
Literatur Sempozyum) began their publication life and have taken their
places in national and international databases in recent years.*

Changes in minimum criteria of application to centralized examination of
academic promotion to associate professorship by Interuniversity Com-
mittee (UAK) starting from October 2016 would clearly support national
journals to continue their publications.? With the implementation of these
changes, original researches in national journals which have not been
included in minimum criteria previously are now considered for applica-
tions. This change which will be executed by UAK will add more value to
Turkish scientific journalism along with increase in our hopes for better
future of them.

I hope different novel perspectives and trends that would be brought out
by new journals will clearly improve scientific point of view in Turkish
psychiatry and will help to increase its visibility and contribution into inter-
national scientific arena.
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
